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1.Abstract

The expansion of the relationship between Iran and Europe since the end
of the Qajar period and especially after the constitutional revolution,
caused Europeans to pay attention and even interest in Iran, and as a
result, there was an increase in visits to Iran. One of the consequences
of this flow was the expansion of Iranian Studies in the West and the
writing of important scientific works in this field. The works made
interested Iranians make more efforts to carry out very rare research
about Iran and Iranian studies. Mohammad Qazvini is one of the most
important of these enthusiasts who has a decisive role and contribution
to the evolution of Iranology knowledge in Iran and the West. His long
and arduous journey to the West, in addition to showing the Iranian
culture and civilization to the Europeans, has had a two-way impact on
the personalities of Western Iranologists and his attitude. Therefore, he
can be considered the beginning of a revolution in Iranian Studies in the
West. Therefore, this research aims to, apart from expressing the
importance of Mohammad Qazvini in this trend, deal with his
relationship with the most important Iranologists of that time and his
influence on modern scientific and research works and methods and
their transfer to Iran.

2- Introduction

Mohammad Qazvini is known as a personality among people of science.
He was born in 1256 AH / 1294 AH / 1877 AD, in Tehran. His father
was a famous writer. He lost his father at the age of twelve, he studied
with famous teachers and they were effective in his intellectual and
religious upbringing. His mastery of the sciences of his time has created
a different personality from him among his contemporaries. If the broad
fields of Iranian Studies can be considered as mainly including the
studies of geography, language, history, religions, and culture of Iranian
peoples, it should be said that Qazvini, as a pioneer, relied on history,
language, and literature. And it has caused him to be considered among
"national Iranian scholars".

He travelled to Europe in 1322 AH / 1904 AD, encouraged by his
brother (Mirza Ahmad Khan) to see the Great Library of London and
use Iranian manuscripts there. His long stay in Europe made him publish
many Persian works while making many friends. His long stay in
Europe his familiarity with Western Urologists as well as immigrant
Iranians and the diversity of his wide-ranging relationships caused all
the scientific and literary greats of that time to accept him as an
outstanding researcher and generously give him the title of "Allameh".

3- Material & Methods

This research aims to investigate and represent the scientific services of
Mirza Mohammad Qazvini in the field of the development of Iranology
knowledge in the West. And the answer to this question, what was the
influence of Mirza Mohammad Qazvini on the scientific community of
the West in the field of Iranology? The research showed that Qazvini's
scientific activities in the field of introducing Iran are diverse, but most
of his actions are based on criticism and correction of texts. For this
reason, some call him "the founder, leader, and pioneer of the new
method of critical Western scientific and literary research in Iran.” In
addition, some believe that Qazvini was a supporter of the scientific
method of the French, or the "method” (method), and it was he who
"taught his compatriots the method and style of research and
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investigation in the European way". Qazvini's style of writing was
traditional (Iranian).

In addition to this, Qazvini had a deep and correct understanding of
orientalists and the trend of oriental studies, but his extensive knowledge
in the field of Iranian studies made him never intimidated by the great
names of orientalists and sometimes attacked and scientifically
criticized them. Therefore, the important issue here is how he
communicates with foreign Iranian orientalists and the extent of his
influence in the course of Iranology. The research method in this article
to find the answers to the questions is the historical method based on
description-analysis and inference.

4- Discussion of Results & Conclusions

The research showed that his long stay in Europe, both because of the
role he played with his other friends and Iranian contemporaries abroad,
in representing and showing Iranian culture and civilization, and
because of the transfer of Western scientific methods to Iranians or as
The transfer of "Western Method" to Iran has been the beginning of an
important development in the field of research on Iranian studies.
Historical studies showed that Qazvini was not just an imitator of
Western Orientalists, but a scholar of traditional sciences who
developed and flourished with the elixir of modern Western science and
methods. However, he benefited from Western education, facilities, and
science, and his contemporary Western orientalists also benefited from

his extensive knowledge and skills.
